CALL TO ORDER - Commissioner Dave Chaulk, Chair

Chair Chaulk called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA: February 14, 2011

It was moved by Commissioner Redmond, seconded by Commissioner Stevens that the Agenda
of the regular Commission meeting of February 14, 2011 be approved as submitted.

BUSINESS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
a) Boundary Expansion — Update

T. Silver advised that she has received a letter from the NS Board of Public Utilities, with a
number of questions to be answered. She is doing the research and preparing the answers
to their questions.
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Chair Chaulk stated that he was contacted and was interviewed lately by CBC TV News and

Global News with regard to the Village’s application.

b) Bylaw #1 — Update

T. Silver advised that she has received correspondence from Service Nova Scotia regarding
the amendments to Bylaw #1, Meetings of Commissioners. She has responded to this
correspondence and expects to receive approval of the Bylaw any day.

c) Solicitor Services — Update

T. Silver stated that the Village’s Solicitor has gone with a new firm and the Commissioners
were polled and it was unanimously decided to keep our files with our current solicitor.

It was explained that the Village’s services
would be utilized in the expanded area, and either developers or the Village would be responsible
for installation, depending on the circumstances.
