A reply has been
received and it states that there will be no extra cost to the users
of the New Minas sewer.

After reading the reply it was decided that
another letter should be sent to Judy MacDonald and cc to
Adrian Fuller.

The letter has not been sent to date. Doug Seamone will consult
with Terry Silver and have one sent requesting a meeting.

Wayne Merrill gave a report on the meeting with DOT
concerning drainage problems. It was the opinion of the
Commission to draft another letter to Bob Bieren cc to Roger
Larken suggesting Curb and Gutter in order to rectify the
problem, Doug Seamone will assist.
